Continue to Gallows Hill, then circle back to join the Icknield Way. At the point where the
Icknield way turns left, carry straight on almost to Ringshall, then right on to one of the forest
trails that will lead you to Pitstone Common and the Bridgewater monument (National Trust gift
From there, follow trail down to Aldbury, and back to Tring station.
